Like a lot of people, | am very glad
that 2008 has come and gone!
The instability of the financial
markets in general, the home
mortgage crisis, and the resulting
economic uncertainty made 2008
an anxious year for all of us!

the not -for -profit community.
Sources of revenue including
contributions, fees, government
funding, corporate donations,
foundation grants and investment
income were all lower in 2008 and
are continuing that trend into
2009. At the same time the
demand for services, particularly
for social services, is high as more
people have become unemployed.

While we continue to live with this
uncertainty, it seems like an
appropriate time to address the
health of our hospital foundation in
my State of the Foundation report.

The most important point | wish
to convey is please be assured
that our hospital foundation
remains on solid ground and is
well positioned for 2009 and
beyond. Our 2008 operating
budget had a positive bottom line,
our 2009 operating budget was

reviewed and approved by the
Board of Directors, and we will
certainly continue to monitor and
assess the validity of our 2009
budget and beyond.

Although our investment return in
2008 was much less than desired,
we are fortunate in that we do not

ments as revenue in our operating
budget. Additionally, virtually all
donations are earmarked for
specific projects and programs.

As such, earmarked donations are
not part of our operating budget
revenue either since the board does
not control their use.

But there is also good news to
share! From 2002 through 2008,
the hospital district received
$1,330,101 in donation support
for projects and programs.

The hospital foundation provided
$913,913 of the total amount by
forwarding your donation support
along with our support, and an
additional $416,188 in support was
received by the hospital district
directly from other entities.

In addition, the hospital foundation
awarded $43,000 in scholarships to
employees of Samaritan Healthcare
during this same period of time.
